As Christians and as a 
church, we need to lovingly encourage each other in companionship 
and fellowship (Rom. 14:19; 1 Thess. 5:11). 
...“reach out” in evangelizing the lost. As Christians and as a church, 
we are to always proclaim the saving message of the gospel of Christ 
to one and all (Matt. 28:18-20; 2 Tim. 4:2). 
     Indeed, let us be reaching beyond ourselves by reaching down, 
reaching up, reaching in, and reaching out. And let us, like Paul, al-
ways be “...reaching forward to those things which are ahead” (Phil. 
3:13).
