Proverbs 10:19 says, “In the multitude of words sin is not lack-
ing, but he who restrains his lips is wise.” Many years ago |
learned that the value of a word fitly spoken penetrates power-
fully. Though I learned this I did not always do what I learned.
While I was in the USAF, stationed in Guam, I heard a brother
in the Lord answer someone’s question about why he spoke so
little.
