In late April, a Guinness *
World Record was broken — fa®
in St. Louis. A charity,
which does great work
raising awareness and
money for research to
Alzheimer’s, got together &
1,202 volunteers. That large W5
group was given different
colored ponchos and stood
in a pattern that formed
what looked like a picture
of the human brain. Each
color of poncho was a
different region of the
brain. It was, according to
Guinness, the largest image of a human brain.

Can you imagine the organization that took? It is remarkable just thinking about
getting over 1,200 people to do anything in an organized fashion, but this had to
take a while. The number of people had to be decided upon. The colors of the
ponchos had to be figured out. How and where the people were to stand had to be
known. The list could go on, but just think of the thought that it took to get this
“image” of the human brain.
