Three old friends are sitting around and one of them brings up a question: “When you are in your 

casket, and friends and family are mourning over you, what would you like to hear them say about 

you?”

The second guy says, “I would like to hear that I was a wonderful husband and school teacher 

who made a huge difference in the children of tomorrow.” 

The last guy thinks a minute and replies, “I guess I’d like to hear them say, ‘Look, he’s moving!”

21 The twelve 

gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one pearl. And the street of the city was pure 

gold, like transparent glass.
