Actually, Jesus is the Light of the world (John 8:12). But we should consider to be
GREAT those — like godly mothers — who have enlightened us to that great truth.

Scripture records these words about John the Baptist: “There was a man sent from
God, whose name was John. This man came for a witness, to bear witness of the
Light, that all through him might believe. He was not that Light, but was sent to bear
witness of that Light. That was the true Light which gives light to every man coming
into the world” (John 1:6-9).

Therefore, John and all who are like him, are the greatest persons we could ever
know, for they bear witness to the Light (Jesus) that we might develop our own faith
and ultimately follow that Light all the way to heaven!

Jesus, the Light of the world, is the Way out of the darkness and doom of sin (John
