Hebrew's is also a riddle when it comes to deciding the form or genre of the letter. It ends
(Heb. 13:22-25) like a letter, but it does not have the typical Introduction and greetings of a let-
ter.

Another part of this riddle is that the letter feels like a sermon especially considering some of
the quotes he uses. At Hebrew’s 2:6 he even says, “it has been testified somewhere...” which
sounds just like a preacher who cannot remember exactly where the quote came from. In fact,
in Hebrew’s 11:32 he uses two phases that sound even more compelling, “what more can |
say?’ and “time would fail me.”

In every page of the letter, Pauls’ point is clearly, Jesus is better. He is our prophet, better
than the  angels, better =~ than  Moses, and his covenant is  Dbetter.

Do not give up your faith and do not let go of Jesus. He is always worth it!
