    We live in a high-tech world with devices and trinkets to make our 
lives easier. Then there are others, like these two inventions, that make 
for us the difficult choices we are unwilling to make for ourselves. But 
there is no device or product that will make life's most important choices 
for us: to love and serve God. 

He took all the abuse from Cai-
aphas and Pontius Pilate. It was His tears that were shed in Gethsemane. 
He did all the bleeding and dying. He became the sole, universal sacrifice 
by taking our sins upon His own shoulders.
