    Philippians 4:6-7  "Be careful for nothing, but in every thing by prayer 

and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known un-

to God.  And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall 

keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus." 

   When Paul wrote the words of this text, he was in a Roman pris-

on. From the standpoint of the world, he had ample reason to be discour-

aged and pessimistic.  He did not, of course, know what might happen to 

him.  The Roman authorities did not know and honor God as he did, and 

they were not interested in serving Him.  He might have to linger in the 

prison for many years, or his life might be taken from him at any time.  

   But Paul was not thinking in terms of the world.  He had long since 

learned to trust in the Lord (2 Timothy 1:12); and he had every reason to 

believe that whatever happened to him would result in God's glory and 

his good (Philippians 1:12; Romans 8:28).  With this confidence, he 

could urge his brethren in Phi-

lippi to rejoice in the Lord al-

ways.  So let all men know 

about the gentle disposition 

which Christians possess under 

the most trying circumstanc-

es.  It was in this spirit that 

Paul wrote Philippians 4:6-7.
